$2,000 to be used as forty $50 swimming scholarships for swimming lessons at St. Lucie County 
Aquatics facilities.  Lessons are normally $65, and with the scholarship the lessons would cost 
participants only $15 out of pocket, enabling more families to be able to afford swimming 
lessons for their children.   
 
Mr. Rhodes gave a brief overview of how he was inspired to come up with the idea of 
swimming scholarships. Two years ago he met a woman who made him aware that drowning is 
a leading cause of accidental death among children, but that many families cannot afford the 
cost of swimming lessons.  This realization inspired him to help make swimming lessons 
affordable in the Treasure Coast.

government.  On or about June 6, 2017, county staff pulled the proposed amendment to 
Section 7.10.23 Wireless Telecommunication Towers and Antennas of the St. Lucie 
County Land Development Code.  Mr. Resnick has recommended a comprehensive 
revision of St. Lucie County code to reflect all federal and state law changes and to 
consider revisions to address new technologies. 
  
A postponement is a temporary halt to certain development activities established for 
the purpose of giving a local government time to plan, consider, review, adopt and to 
revise its development regulations.  The Board is authorized by Chapter 125, Florida 
Statutes, to adopt any ordinance necessary for the exercise of its powers.  One purpose 
of this postponement is to prepare and to consider appropriate amendments to the 
code that would be consistent with FCC regulations and revisions to Florida law. 
 
On July 5, 2017, the Board of County Commissioners granted permission to advertise a 
proposed ordinance postponing the placement of wireless telecommunications facilities 
and on July 20, 2017, the Planning & Zoning Commission unanimously voted to forward 
the ordinance to the Board of County Commissioners with a recommendation that the 
Board adopt the ordinance. 

 
She stated that this is the first of two public hearings and that the second hearing would 
be on August 15, 2017 at 9:00 AM (or soon thereafter).  This hearing was advertised in 
the newspaper on July 22, 2017.  
 
Chairman Dzadovsky stated in summary, that an ordinance is being proposed because of 
two issues that have occurred, and Federal and State actions have been taken, and St.

Development Code for the property located at 5415 Fort Pierce Blvd, Lakewood Park 
Unit 4, situated in the RS-4 (Residential, Single Family - 4 du/acre) Zoning District.  The 
petitioner submitted a request to waive the Code requirement and allow the swimming

pool to exist without the fence across the rear of the property because the lake acts as 
natural barrier to the pool and a fence would obstruct the view overlooking the lake.  
County staff recommended that the Board adopt a Resolution to deny the requested 
waiver from Section 8.00.05(A)-Fencing requirements for a swimming pool.   
 
Ms. Pendarvis stated that public hearing notice was provided according to the Land 
Development Code and an ad was placed in the St. Lucie News Tribune on July 17, 2017.  
Letters were mailed out to adjacent property owners within a 500 foot radius and a sign 
was posted on the property.   County staff received one response from a neighbor 
requesting that the Board deny the fence waiver.    
 
Ms. Pendarvis stated that the subject property was located in a single-family residential 
district surrounded by properties that are also residential.  She stated that Land 
Development Code Section 8.00.05(A) requires that all in-ground swimming pools in the 
unincorporated areas of St. Lucie County, unless entirely screened in, to be completely 
enclosed with a fence or wall at least 4 feet high, and constructed so that it cannot be 
easily climbed by small children.  In addition, all gates and doors providing access to the 
pool must be securely locked.  
 
 Ms. Pendarvis showed pictures of the subject property and pool.  The petitioners have 
an existing four foot chain link fence along the North and South property lines, 
extending into the lake area. They are requesting a waiver from a fence across the rear 
of the property. 
 
County staff conducted a site visit to the property and made the following observations: 
The slope of the property from the swimming pool to the water's edge is approximately 
a 3 foot slope from the pool deck to the water's edge and the land meanders long the 
bank with approximately a 16 inch wood railing in areas.  The railing is not completely 
across the water's edge.  The existing perpendicular fences extends into the water on 
the south side approximately 39 inches and the water is 7 inches deep.  Staff observed 
that the fence in this area would not reduce the possibility of a small child from 
accessing the pool area and does not meet the intent of the code. Along the north 
property line the fence is highly vegetated making it difficult to access the water's edge 
from land and the depth of the water in that area is 10 inches.  All of these 
measurements are subject to change per weather conditions.  
 
County staff recommended that the Board deny the requested waiver from Section 
8.00.05(A)-Fencing requirements for a swimming pool because the existing fence, 
specifically on the South side of the property does not provide sufficient security to the 
pool area and does not meet the intent of the Land Development Code.   
 
Chairman Dzadovsky asked Ms. Pendarvis if this ordinance also complies with the State 
statute and she replied that it does.   
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Chairman Dzadovsky asked Mr. Johnson, Senior Planner if he had any comments.  Mr. 
Johnson responded that he had no comments.   
 
Chairman Dzadovsky noted that the Board needed to decide when to continue the item.   
 
Commissioner Townsend reminded the Board that she would not be present at the 
August 15 meeting because she will be on medical leave.      
 
Chairman Dzadovsky asked The Deputy County Administrator to advise because on 
August 15 one commissioner would be out and one has to recuse himself, and it was not 
certain whether Commissioner Hutchinson would be back.   
 
Commissioner Townsend said that she thought that Commissioner Hutchinson returns 
on August 14.  The Deputy County Administrator concurred that he believes that 
Commissioner Hutchinson would be back then.

Commissioner Dzadovsky commented that having volunteers to be on boards is an 
important thing for the County and noted that there were some very talented people on 
the applicant list and was grateful for their commitment to helping St. Lucie County. He 
thanked all of the candidates for their interest and support.   
 
Commissioner Townsend said that she had been meaning to thank staff and Ms. Olson, 
and that she wanted to publicly thank the Building Department. She related that there 
was recently an incident involving an accident at a business, and that the County staff 
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went above and beyond to make sure that the business was going within weeks.  A 
building official went out to the business on a Saturday on his own time to get them 
inspected, and so she wanted to recognize the amazing staff.   
 
Chairman Dzadovsky thanked Commissioner Townsend for doing that and also 
expressed his thanks and gratitude to the staff for what they do.   
 
The Deputy County Administrator related that the first vote resulted in a tie between 
Lisa Hampton and Marilyn Lawless.
